Dear Ringette Family,
Welcome to another exciting season of ringette in Riverview! Please read the following with the ringette player(s) in your home, and discuss any questions with your coach or manager. Your coach will hold a meeting with all players and their parents once the season begins. 

Equipment

Your ringette player(s) will need a ringette cage (which is not the same as a hockey cage) on their helmet. They will also require a ringette stick, skates, chest and shoulder pads, elbow pads, a neck protector, gloves, shin pads and a ringette girdle. If wearing hockey pants, hockey socks are also needed (for practices only). All players need a practice jersey.
 You will be given a team uniform (pants and a jersey), to be worn for games only. A post-dated cheque for $75.00 will be due at registration. This cheque should be dated April 30, 2011; it will be returned when the uniform is returned at the end of the season. 
Nameplates will need to be purchased for a small fee at the beginning of the year if your child is a first time player.
 The Association will be having an Equipment Swap on Wednesday September 15th from 7pm to 8pm. (NO early birds). The swap will take place across from the Byron Dobson Arena at the Parks and Recreation Centre.
 Equipment Donations:

 We accept any equipment your player may have outgrown, as a donation, so others can equip themselves at a lower cost.
Come check it out, we may have just what you need.

Donations can be dropped off to Jeff (372-4818) or  before the 13th of September.  You can also bring it with you to registration.
The Riverview Ringette Association is run completely by volunteers. Anyone interested in helping out, is encouraged to talk to a member of the Executive. We have several committees that require involvement.
 These are:

Player development; Promotions; March Break Tournament.
Money from registration fees go to pay for most- but not all-of our ice time. As ice is only one of our expenses, fund-raisers are critical to our existence. 
  We are looking for volunteers to reach the revenue goals that will support our player development, coaching development and the promotion of Ringette in Riverview. 
Fundraising
 Our Tournament, which will be held March 11th, 12th and 13th 2010 remains our major fundraiser of the year, requiring involvement from all of our ringette families.
 Nicola MacNaughton has been chairing the planning committee for the past several years and must step down as chair this year due to other commitments.  We need to form a new committee for this March’s tournament.  Nicola will assist anyone willing to be on the committee. 
We will be starting the year off with an AL-Pack Garbage Bag fundraiser.  These forms will be handed out at registration.

All the monies raised from these fundraisers will help to pay for the rest of our ice time, coaching and referee clinics, new equipment, our participation in the provincial tournament, insurance, and the medals and trophies given out at our end-of-the-season banquet.

Invented in 1963 and currently involving over 63,000 players, Ringette is a sport designed especially for the enjoyment of girls (there are some boys too). It affords them the opportunity to develop sportsmanship, social relationships and team play, as well as to learn game skills. For such a program to function well, we are dependent on the cooperation of all those involved.
 The following guidelines apply to all players:
· Arrive at the arena at least 30 minutes before a practice, and be prepared to go on the ice 10 minutes prior to the scheduled practice time.
· Notify your coach at least 3 hours before missing a practice. Many drills and team-building exercises planned for practices involve the entire team. All players are expected to commit to attending all practices.
· If you know you cannot be at a specific game, notify your coach at LEAST 24 hours before the game. Your teammates are counting on you to be at games! Arrive at the arena 45 minutes before the game, but be ready to go on the ice 15 minutes before the game. This will give your coaches an opportunity to meet with the entire team before the game begins. You will be given a list of all of the players on your team with their telephone numbers. If you need a drive to a game, please call another player to arrange a ride.
Have fun as a player and help the other players on your team. 
· Be positive and supportive.
· Be polite and respectful to your coaches and to each other.
· Learn the rules of the game, and work hard to develop your skills.
· Be committed in every sense to your team and your sport.

A special note to parents: Your enthusiasm and encouragement are very important to your child, their team, and your child’s coaching staff. 
The Riverview Ringette Association encourages all parents to be positive and supportive, and we welcome your input and assistance.
 Please remember all coaches and assistant coaches are volunteers.
